Eletiquette (The Elevator Etiquette)

The elevators in this building are overcrowded. Waiting times and travel times often grow unpleasant, especially in
rush hours and/or when some of the elevators are out of service. Many people do not realize that it is frequent
stopping what really slows the elevators down. By respecting these rules, you can make using elevators a lot more
comfortable.

1. Do not call more than one elevator.

4. Do not use the elevator when going to/from lower floors.

5. Avoid using the elevator when going to/from floor -1.
It is annoying when you enter the elevator at the ground floor and it suddenly start going down. People in such
an elevator can get dangerously angry.
